Noncombusted hydrocarbons (HC), 
carbon monoxide (CO) and nitrogen 
oxides (NOx ) are converted to water 
(H2O), carbon dioxide (CO2) and  
nitrogen (N2).

Particulates are combusted to carbon dioxide (CO2).

Alternatingly closed channels force 
the exhaust gas flow through the 
porous catalyst walls.
