Green Sense Concrete is a package allowing manufacturers to 

optimize the cost of concrete as well as features such as load 

bearing capacity, processing properties, service life and 



environmental compatibility. The package includes three 

components: the optimization of the concrete formulation by BASF 

experts, the use of high-performance concrete admixtures from the 

Master Builders Solutions brand, such as MasterGlenium, and a life 

cycle analysis for the concrete formulation. This analysis allows the 

economic and environmental performance of the concrete to be 

compared with a conventional concrete formulation. Documentation 

of this analysis can contribute in a cost-effective way to an 

improved assessment of the building in sustainability certification 

procedures such as DGNB or LEED. For example, with the help of 

Green Sense Concrete technology, it was possible to save about 

15,800 tonnes of CO2 equivalents as well as about 25,400 

megawatt-hours of energy in the construction of the new One 

World Trade Center in New York City, USA, compared with a 

conventional concrete formulation.
