CHATTANOOGA, TN, February 14, 2022 — Registration is officially open for BASF’s 

TECH Academy for rising juniors and seniors in Hamilton County. Scheduled for the 

week of June 13 and provided through a partnership with Chattanooga State 

Community College, the BASF program introduces students to technical and craft 

careers through hands-on demonstrations and experiments at Chattanooga State, 

tours of local employers and career-focused discussions with BASF personnel.
